The City Council of the City of Knoxville, Iowa convened in regular session Monday, July 6, 2009 at 6:15 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers.  Mayor Harvey E. Sprafka presided and the following Council Members were present: Elsie Kemp, Dave Roozeboom, Bob Wims and Lori Beary.  Absent: Deb McClung.  Staff present:  City Manager Dick Schrad, City Clerk Jody Meyer, City Attorney Bob Stuyvesant, Public Works Director Jeff May, Police Chief Dan Losada and Library Director Roslin Thompson.   

Council Member Roozeboom moved, Council Member Kemp seconded the motion to approve the Consent Agenda.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Roozeboom, Wims, Beary, Kemp; NAYS: None.  Consent Agenda items are as follows:

Under Citizen/Public Comments, Roger Schamberger of Burbach Aquatics, Inc. of Platteville, WI presented overview of company and services that are available regarding outdoor aquatic facilities.  Have projects in sixteen (16) states with seventy (70) projects currently contracted.  Contracts with municipal governments.  Have been in business for thirty-one (31) years.  Discussed possibility of doing technical evaluation of current facility.  Discussed spray pads.  Discussed state funding available.  Able to do projects in phases.  Discussion was held regarding fee schedules.  Can do twenty-five (25) year projected growth for number of users.  Can determine cost per patron.  City Manager Dick Schrad discussed possibility of evaluating current facility – possible using geo-thermal.  Will check into possibility.  Present Strategic Plan does not address aquatic center development.  Discussed youth of communities traveling to other areas to use outdoor aquatic facilities.  

James Washington, president of the Chamber of Commerce/Growth Alliance, discussed current economic activities and allocation of funds.  Requesting access to City contributions as outlined.  Discussed documentation to be in place.  Discussed audits of activities.  Council Member Wims requested budget from Chamber of Commerce be submitted to City and also requested economic development goals and objectives be presented.  Thanked those volunteering for Chamber Board of Directors.  Need economic development goals and objectives.  Mr. Washington reported on six (6) divisions of the Chamber to fulfill obligations.  Board members have been assigned areas of responsibility.  Discussed EDC meeting last week.  Have proposal ready to present to local investors.  Discussed Industrial Park land available.  Council Member Wims stressed need to market community and address weaknesses.  Need to attract quality employers.  Mr. Washington reported that Chamber Board is a working board.  Discussed policies in place.  Discussed work order system.  Council Member Kemp requested that a meeting could be scheduled with City Council and Chamber/Growth Alliance.  Mr. Washington discussed use of ISO 9000 management system.  Discussion was held regarding current bylaws of Chamber of Commerce.  City Manager Schrad suggested City allocations be based on costs incurred rather than lump sum payment.  Mr. Washington discussed past due obligations.  A Work Session is planned for July 15 at 5:15 p.m.  Chamber will provide information prior to meeting.

A request was received from the Knoxville Chamber of Commerce to close Third Street between Robinson and Main Streets for alcohol-drug free dance on July 24, 2009.  Dick Reed of the Chamber of Commerce discussed plans for event.  Council Member Wims moved, Council Member Roozeboom seconded the motion to approve request as presented.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Wims, Beary, Kemp, Roozeboom; NAYS: None.

A request from the Knoxville Chamber of Commerce Race Committee was received to close Second and Third Streets from Robinson Street to Main Street on August 15 for Bizarre-Bazaar event.  Dick Reed will visit with Main Street merchants and Farmers Market regarding event.  Council Member Roozeboom moved, Council Member Kemp seconded the motion to approve request as presented.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Beary, Kemp, Roozeboom, Wims; NAYS: None. 

City Manager Schrad requested no action be taken on Resolution No. 07-29-09 entitled RESOLUTION APPROVING SUBMITTAL OF APPLICATION FOR AIRPORT STATE FUNDING ASSISTANCE.  IDOT has indicated that application will not receive funding this year.  Looking at next year’s grant cycle for funding.  No action was taken.

Public Works Director Jeff May reported on hearing needed at next Council Meeting for review of West Area Sanitary Sewer Project.  Council Member Roozeboom moved, Council Member Beary seconded the motion to set July 20, 2009 as hearing date per request.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Kemp, Roozeboom, Wims, Beary; NAYS: None.

City Manager Schrad reported that fund needs to be established on the City’s books for the Neighborhood Stabilization Program Grant.  Council Member Kemp moved, Council Member Roozeboom seconded the motion to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 07-30-09 entitled RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING NEIGHBORHOOD STABILIZATION PROGRAM FUND ON CITY BOOKS.  Resolution duly carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Roozeboom, Wims, Beary Kemp; NAYS: None.  This resolution provides for anticipated revenues and expenditures incurred for grant activities.

Public Works Director May reported on Change Order No. 5 for the 2008 Robinson Street Reconstruction Project.  Change order results in increase in contract amount of $3,957.12.  Project includes reconstruction of streets and sewers and the streetscape improvements on Robinson Street from Roche Street to First Street.  Public Works Director Jeff May reported on changes involved.  Adjusted contract amount including Change Order No. 5 is $664,367.36.  Council Member Wims moved, Council Member Beary seconded the motion to approve Change Order No. 5 as presented.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Wims, Beary, Kemp, Roozeboom; NAYS: None.

Public Works Director May reported on need to terminate contract with J & B Concrete, Inc. regarding 2009 City Sidewalk Program.  Jim Pelong of J & B Concrete had requested termination of contract.  Council Member Wims discussed significant difference in first and second bids.  Try to use local contractors.  Disappointed with situation.  City Manager Schrad reported that situation is creating hardship for residents with no work being done – tripping hazards exist.  Mr. Pelong discussed events to date.  Stated that he was prepared to do the work – barricades were left so no one would get hurt.  Discussed last year’s contract.  Inspections were discussed.  Public Works Director May reported that project is funded with Local Option Sales Tax and quantities will be adjusted so expenditures equal funds available.  Recommending terminating contract and awarding to next lowest bidder.  Council Member Kemp moved, Council Member Roozeboom seconded the motion to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 07-31-09 entitled RESOLUTION TERMINATING CONTRACT WITH J & B CONCRETE, INC. FOR THE 2009 CITY SIDEWALK CONTRACT.  Resolution duly carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES:  Beary, Kemp, Roozeboom; NAYS: Wims.

Public Works Director May recommended that 2009 City Sidewalk Contract be re-awarded to next lowest bidder, Blommer’s Construction of Pella, Iowa in the amount of $110,195.00.  Council Member Roozeboom moved, Council Member Kemp seconded the motion to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 07-32-09 entitled RESOLUTION RE-WARDING CONTRACT AND APPROVING EXECUTION OF THE CONTRACT AND CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE FOR THE 2009 CITY SIDEWALK CONTRACT.  Resolution duly carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Kemp, Roozeboom, Wims, Beary; NAYS: None.
