COUNCIL MINUTES

August 2, 2010

     The City Council of the City of Knoxville, Iowa convened in regular session Monday, August 2, 2010 at 6:15 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers.  Mayor Don Zoutte presided and the following Council Members were present: Carolyn Formanek, Elsie Kemp, April Verwers, and Bob Wims.  Staffs present were City Manager Dick Schrad, Public Works Director Jeff May, Police Chief Dan Losada, Zoning Administrator Cindy Glick and City Attorney Bob Stuyvesant.

     Mayor Zoutte asked for Citizen/Public Comments regarding items not on the agenda. There were none. 

     Motion by Roozeboom; second by Kemp to approve the consent agenda as follows, All ayes.

     Acknowledgement of the swearing in of Chad DesPlanque as a reserve police officer was postponed due to Chad unable to make it to the meeting.

     Mayor Zoutte and City Council acknowledged certifications for the reserve officers. Chief Losada discussed the reserve officer program as a volunteer program that works very well for our community. Chief Losada recognized the officers and mentioned he was very proud of all of them.

     A request for approval of outdoors service area for The Rib Shack at 1102 N Lincoln was received. Zoning Administrator Glick discussed the business now meets the required set backs for the service area. Motion by Roozeboom; seconded by Formanek to approve the request as presented. All ayes.

     Discussion of issues with Mike Emerson’s property on South Fifth Street was held. Mr. Emerson mentioned the water issue is now pooling in his yard and neighbors. Mr. Emerson also mentioned this problem is due to the recent construction on South Fifth Street. Public Works Director May mentioned possible solutions like grading or constructing an intake to the storm sewer. The construction of the intake would be approximately $3,000. Public Works Director May discussed funds could come from previous bond issue where possible funds were left. Also mentioned, was the adding of dirt to build up the driveway for water flow. Mr. Emerson was ok with the City trying to grade the property to help with the water flow and see how that works. 

     Discussion was held regarding South Third Street Storm Sewer Change Order with Todd Penisten with Veenstra and Kimm. This change order in the amount of $11,575 was approved on 7-19-10 meeting. Mr. Penisten discussed Veenstra and Kimm missing the sanitary sewer pipe in the initial design. Mr, Penisten wanted to reassure the Council this was an error on Veenstra and Kimm’s part and will not be over looked in the future. 

     Motion by Roozeboom; seconded by Kemp to approve purchase and installation of a new grit classifier for the wastewater treatment plant in the amount of $96,385. All Ayes. Public Works Director May discussed this wasn’t a budgeted item and can be funded by the plant replacement fund or possibly extra upcoming bond issue. The current grit classifier needs replaced due to aging. Bids were taken and Vulcan Industries came in with $74,400 and Zimmer Francescon came in with $95,400. C.L. Carroll provided a quote to install either unit of pumps in the amount of $21,985. Vulcan Industries came in with lowest bid recommended C.L. Carroll for installation. 

     Motion by Wims; seconded by Kemp to approve purchase of geotechnical services for the 2011 Equalization Basin Project not to exceed $10,425. All Ayes. Public Works Director May discussed the current 4 million gallon basin isn’t working and they are constantly bypassing. May mentioned soil borings are needed to start the design process and he wants to ensure they don’t lose out on the $980,00 grant they received for this construction. 

     Motion by Wims; seconded by Formanek to approve purchase of the City’s GPS Data Collector in the amount of $19,800. All ayes. Public Works Director May discussed the current GPS Data Collector is down. This purchase is budgeted for next fiscal year but May discussed he doesn’t want to do half the work now and half next year. There is currently $39,171 in the equipment replacement fund to replace the GPS. 

     Motion by Roozeboom; seconded by Kemp to approve replacing of the storm sewer pipe at the cemetery. All ayes. Public Works Director May discussed the City will be buying the materials needed and a contractor will be hired to do the work. The estimated cost for this replacement is $230,000. 

     Discussion was held regarding changed to existing resolution 16-03-93 regarding the City’s purchasing policy. Currently the Council and staff should purchase locally if the cost difference of local items do not exceed 5% or $250 which ever is less. Wims recommended modifying the policy to 10% or $1,000 which ever is less. City Manager Schrad mentioned he will bring a recommendation for approval to the next meeting. 

     Discussion to consider approval of revision to agreement for Habitat for Humanity of Marion County was presented. Zoning Administrator Glick discussed the recent Neighborhood Stabilization Grant was in the amount of $973,903 with at least 26% being foreclosures. For this the City needed to have the monies allocated by March 31st. The City was unable to do so due to the 26% of foreclosure requirement they were unable to meet. The State revised the grant monies to $779,542. Zoning Administrator Glick discussed there is a total of 22 houses purchased with the NSP Grant, she has 4 houses that the City plans to put up for resale, and previously 8 houses gifted to Habitat, the other 10 will be demoed and some will be sold off to adjacent owners due to non-conforming lots. Lisa Houser from Habitat from Humanity mentioned they planned to build 8 homes with the monies previously approved by June 2013 deadline. If the monies aren’t approved Habitat will need to find other sources for income to build all 8 homes. Zoning Administrator Glick mentioned the revenue from 802 S. Patrick could go to make up Habitat’s loss’s promised and the City will begin to put homes on market starting now to generate more income. The City will be marketing the homes themselves to begin with to save on realtor costs. Council Member Wims mentioned Iowa Department of Economic Development understanding for taking monies away from a good program. Wims also mentioned he would like to meet with them as soon as possible to discuss the City’s concerns. Motion by Roozeboom; seconded by Formanek to table the revisions to the Habitat for Humanity of Marion County Agreement.

     Motion by Formanek; seconded by Roozeboom to approve additional street closure (3rd Street between Main and Marion) request from Chamber of Commerce for Bazaar Bazaar on August 14, 2010. All Ayes. Council Member Kemp mentioned this would be a safety net if the event becomes large and they need more room. Council Member Kemp mentioned she would know if the Chamber would need this closure by the end of the week. 

     Motion by Roozeboom; seconded by Kemp to approve payment of claims as presented. All Ayes.

     Under Mayor’s Report, Mayor Zoutte mentioned there would be a free throw contest Thursday August 5th at 7:15 against the City of Pella Mayor.  Mayor Zoutte also mentioned Red Carpet Motel’s sidewalk issues. The owners were to have paved their sidewalk and it has yet to be done. Mentioned was a possible voluntary assessment to get the job done before nationals. Council mentioned national’s week is already here and it’s to late to get done before the event. 

     Under City Manager’s Report, City Manager Schrad discussed the recent conference in Ames with the Iowa League of Cities. The league has filed a lawsuit against the EPA for cities like Knoxville. Also Schrad mentioned the recent Risk Evaluation given by the Iowa Municipal Workers Compensation Association. This year they came back with only 3 problems, which is a huge improvement for the Public Works Departments. Schrad mentioned they are doing a lot better job at making their work environments safe. Police Chief Losada discussed the Police Department hung door hangers at homes around the racetrack to remind property owners of the national’s parking. Losada also mentioned they have closed the application process. There were 50 turned in and 13 were rejected. Now, 37 will go on to further testing August 26th. There were 11 female applications, which is a jump from recent years, which means for women are getting involved in the field. Chief Losada reported he spoke with Bike Night representatives and they will be coming to a future Council Meeting to discuss previous issues brought before the Council.
