The City Council of the City of Knoxville, Iowa convened in regular session Tuesday, September 8, 2009 at 6:15 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers.  (Note change in date due to Labor Day holiday).  Mayor Harvey E. Sprafka presided and the following Council Members were present: Elsie Kemp, Deb McClung, Bob Wims and Lori Beary.  Absent: Dave Roozeboom.  Staff present:  City Manager Dick Schrad, City Clerk Jody Meyer, City Attorney Bob Stuyvesant, Police Chief Dan Losada and Public Works Director Jeff May.   

Consent Agenda was presented.  Council Member Kemp moved, Council Member Beary seconded the motion to approve Consent Agenda as presented.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows:  AYES: McClung, Wims, Beary, Kemp; NAYS: None.  Consent Agenda items are as follows:

Mayor Harv Sprafka reported that item regarding presentation of plaque honoring Don Wickliff for his service on the Civil Service Commission was postponed until the next regular meeting. 

Mayor Sprafka announced that now is the time and place for a hearing on the proposed plans, specifications, form of contract and estimate of cost for the construction of 2009 East Competine Reconstruction Project.  The affidavits of publication dated 08;07/09 and 08/28/09 were filed.  There were no written comments or objections.  There were no oral comments or objections.  Council Member Kemp moved, Council Member Beary seconded the motion to close the hearing.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Wims, Beary, Kemp, McClung.  

The proposed project includes the reconstruction of Competine Street from Attica Road west to the private cul-de-sac.  Estimate for this project is $240,156.50.  Will be funded by Local Option Sales Tax.  Council Member Wims moved, Council Member Beary seconded the motion to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 09-43-09 entitled RESOLUTION APPROVING FINAL PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT AND ESTIMATE OF COST FOR THE 2009 COMPETINE STREET RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT.  Resolution duly carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Beary, Kemp, McClung, Wims; NAYS: None.

Public Works Director Jeff May reported that five bids were received for the project.  Low bid is $139,541.45.  Recommending acceptance of low bid from Blommers Construction, Inc. of Pella, Iowa.  Preconstruction meeting is planned for 09/14/09.  Would begin project soon.  Council Member Wims moved, Council Member McClung seconded the motion to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 09-44-09 entitled RESOLUTION ACCEPTING BID, AWARDING CONTRACT AND APPROVING CERTIFICATE OF INSURANCE FOR THE 2009 COMPETINE STREET RECONSTRUCTION PROJECT.  Resolution duly carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Kemp, McClung, Wims, Beary; NAYS: None.

Mayor Sprafka announced that now is the time and place for a hearing for the proposed plans, specifications, form of contract and estimate of cost for the construction of Newbold Drive Sanitary Sewer Extension Project.  The affidavits of publication dated 08/07/09 and 08/28/09 were filed.  There were no written comments or objections.  There were no oral comments or objections.  Council Member Beary moved, Council Member Kemp seconded the motion to close the hearing.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: McClung, Wims, Beary, Kemp; NAYS: None.

Public Works Director May discussed area involved in project.  Discussion was held regarding alternate bid for removal of trees and placement of concrete flume in bottom of ditch along west property line of Lot 2.  Ditch is also on property of Five Star to the west.  

Discussed easement from Chamber of Commerce.  Encouraging growth in area.  Council Member Wims moved, Council Member Beary seconded the motion to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 09-45-09 entitled RESOLUTION APPROVING FINAL PLANS, SPECIFICATIONS, FORM OF CONTRACT AND ESTIMATE OF COST FOR THE 2009 NEWBOLD DRIVE SANITARY SEWER EXTENSION PROJECT.  Resolution duly carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Wims, Beary, McClung; NAYS: Kemp.

Public Works Director May reported that estimate for base bid is $244,875.00.  Low bid is $114,868.00 from Pirc-Tobin Construction, Inc. of Alburnett, Iowa.  Project will be funded from sewer revenue bonds issued in 2008.  Recommending acceptance of base bid with option of taking action on the alternate bid at future meeting.  City Manager Dick Schrad reported that project was priority in Goal Setting Session.  Discussion was held regarding specifics of bond issue.   Council Member Wims moved, Council Member Beary seconded the motion to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 09-46-09 entitled RESOLUTION ACCEPTING BID FOR THE 2009 NEWBOLD DRIVE SANITARY SEWER EXTENSION PROJECT.  Resolution duly carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Beary, McClung, Wims; NAYS: Kemp.

Discussion was held regarding proposed easement with the Knoxville Chamber of Commerce for the Newbold Drive Sewer Extension Project.  City Manager Schrad stated that Chamber Board has approved easement.  Council Member Beary moved, Council Member McClung seconded the motion to adopt RESOLUTION NO. 09-47-09 entitled RESOLUTION APPROVING SANITARY SEWER EASEMENT AGREEMENT WITH THE KNOXVILLE CHAMBER OF COMMERCE.  Resolution duly carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Kemp, McClung, Wims, Beary; NAYS: None.

A request was received from Living Word Fellowship to close Robinson Street from Second Street to Fourth Street on October 3, 2009 for Community Family Fun Fall Festival from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m.  Pastor Doug Brady was present to report on event.  Other churches are involved.  Will be using Memorial Hall.  Will be getting information out through school system, posters and other media.  Will be contacting businesses in area.  Council Member Kemp moved, Council Member McClung seconded the motion to approve request as presented.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: McClung, Wims, Beary, Kemp; NAYS: None.

A request was received from Chamber of Commerce to close Third Street from Robinson Street to Montgomery Street on September 18, 2009 for Iowa Telecom Cook-out.  Hours of event are from noon to 2:00 p.m.  Dick Reed representing the Chamber of Commerce reported on event.  All proceeds will be going to Chamber.  Council Member McClung moved, Council Member Kemp seconded the motion to approve request as presented.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Wims, Beary, Kemp, McClung; NAYS: None.

A request was received from Chamber of Commerce to close Third Street from Main Street to Robinson Street on September 24, 2009 for Gospel Sing.  Hours of event are from 5:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m.  Dick Reed representing the Chamber of Commerce reported on event.  Council Member Beary moved, Council Member McClung seconded the motion to approve request as presented.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Beary, Kemp, McClung, Wims; NAYS: None.

Police Chief Dan Losada presented request to set Beggars’ Night for October 30, 2009.  Is listed as such on school calendar.  Council Member Wims moved, Council Member Beary seconded the motion to approve request as presented.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: Kemp, McClung, Wims, Beary; NAYS: None.

Public Works Director reported on approval needed for Change Order for the 2009 City Paving Contract.  Project includes miscellaneous street patching as needed throughout the City.  Worked with Iowa Department of Transportation to repair area at Rock Island Street and Highway 14.  Change order is for $341.25 – amount of difference between 8” and 11” concrete used.  Council Member Beary moved, Council Member McClung seconded the motion to approve Change Order #1 in the amount of $341.25.  Motion carried on roll call vote as follows: AYES: McClung, Wims, Beary, Kemp; NAYS: None.
