COUNCIL MINUTES

July 19, 2010

The City Council of the City of Knoxville, Iowa convened in regular session Monday, July 19,2010 at 6:15 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers.  Mayor Don Zoutte presided and the following Council Members were present: Dave Roozeboom, Carolyn Formanek, Elsie Kemp, April Verwers, and Bob Wims.  Staff present were City Manager Dick Schrad, Public Works Director Jeff May, Police Chief Dan Losada, City Attorney Bob Stuyvesant, Zoning Administrator Cindy Glick, Recreation Director Brandon Nemmers, and Interim City Clerk Heather Ussery.

Mayor Zoutte asked for Citizen/Public Comments regarding items not on the agenda.  Dennis Findlay expressed that he would like to put a sign up on the side of his restaurant building.  City Manager, Schrad present that the current building code states no advertising signs allowed on the side of property that is not adjacent to it.  Schrad and Zoning Administrator, Glick said this would need to go to Board of Adjustment for review of allowing the sign.  Carl Schwanabeck commented that on July 3, 2010 he had arrived at the theatre to which he owns and found it to be a disaster.  He stated he had to pick up beer bottles and there were thousands of cigarette buts from the activities from the night before, Bike Night.  Carl also commented that there were no portable toilets for the public to use.  Mayor had stated that he will speak with Bike Night Organization.  Wims stated that the Bike Night Organization should be asked to attend the next Council Meeting to talk about the addressed issues before the next bike night.

Motion by Roozeboom, second by Wims to approve the consent agenda items as amended, along with the contingencies of Wal-Mart and Rib Shack upon the Fire Chief approval, as follows. All ayes.

Motion moved by Roozeboom, second by Kemp to move the discussion of the Street Closing for the Blues Brews & BBQ on September 25, 2010 off the table.  All ayes.

Scott Ziller spoke with property owner of the lot at 101 W Main about using their lot during the activities rather than closing the street, this was agreed upon.

Mayor Zoutte announced the Discussion and Possible Action to Authorize Right-of-Way Parking at East Elementary, 614 E. Washington St.  City Manager Schrad stated that the Knoxville Community School District will need additional bus loading areas for students congregating to other Elementary buildings or to Jr. High.  There is a grassed area requested as the right-of-way parking in order to extend the bus loading zone.  This area will be designate to bus parking only.  Motion by Roozeboom, second by Verwers to grant the right-of-way parking.  All ayes.

Discussion and Possible Action to Authorize Purchase of Digital Video System for Knoxville Police Department.  Motion by Wims, second by Formanek to accept purchase of Digital Video System for the police department in the amount of $4295 plus shipping charges. All Ayes.

Discussion and Possible Action to Approve Purchase of Knox-Box Rapid Entry System from Fire Department Memorial Fund.  Fire Chief Roberts handed pamphlets to show purpose of the Knox-Box.  Motion by Roozeboom to accept pamphlets into record.  Roberts stated the Rapid Entry System allows fire departments access to a building without a key or person present.  VA currently has a Knox-Box and the Recreation Center has ordered one, for the purpose of less damage if don’t have to break down doors to get into the building.  Roberts asked for the approval for an encoder and 3 boxes, one for each truck.  When arrive at a scene and need keys for entering they will call dispatch to send a signal and unlock the box.  This way dispatch can keep a log of when keys were used and there is no potential for lost keys.  Council Member Wims asked if their was much business interested for the Knox-Box System.  Motion by Roozeboom, second by Formanek to approve the purchase of Knox-Box Rapid Entry System for the Fire Department.  All ayes. 

Motion by Wims, second by Kemp for approval of Refinishing Gymnasium and Racquetball Courts at the Recreation Center in the amount of $1,700 to Franks Contracting Inc.  All ayes.

Motion by Formanek, second by Verwers to accepts Purchase of Treadmills and Cardio Theater system for Recreation Center not to exceed the amount of $10,502.00.  All ayes.  Nemmers stated that he has sent out 3 bids on remanufactured treadmills and received two back.  These are warranted with 6 months parts and labor and 1 year on the motor.  Nemmers has researched sponsorships.  Wims suggested to promote the new equipment, and Kemp suggested to pursue sponsorships.

Motion by Roozeboom, second by Kemp to approve Change Order #2 for the “2009 South Third Street Storm Sewer Project” in the amount of $11,575.00.  All ayes.  May stated that the change order is for the work itself to get storm sewer installed and cleaned up, and to pay contractors for their work.  Engineer could not attend meeting, he was asked to attend next meeting to explain their side of what happened.  Roozeboom stated that engineers are paid good money and if there is an issue due to the engineering they should have to pay for it.

Motion by Roozeboom, second by Kemp to Approve Change Order #6-Final for the “2008 South Fifth Street Relief Sewer and Street Improvements Project in the amount of $2,810,053.79.  All ayes.  May stated there were necessary changes early in the project such as moving manholes around to save money and an over estimation of services due to not know if they would need to go in straight or angled.  When adjusting good quantities to actual quantities it actually provided a decrease in the contract of $124,565.19.

Motion by Wims, second by Formanek to Approve Resolution Accepting Work and Approving Final Cost for “2008 south Fifth Street Relief Sewer and Street Improvements Project.”  All ayes.  May stated the project was basically completed, only have minor work left such as rolling out the rough spots and seeding. 

Motion by Roozeboom, second by Kemp to Approve Easements 24 and 25 for Culvert and Multi-Use Trail Projects in the amount of $3,632.35.  All ayes.

Motion by Roozeboom, second by Formanek to Approve Bid for Sealer Application to Phase 1 of Competine Multi-Use Trail in the amount of $7,225.00 to apply GSB- 78/88 Sealer.  All ayes.  Discussion was if City could do the sealing themselves.  May stated that it would void the warranty.  Has done some research where the seal has been placed on streets and it has provided a longer life.  

Motion by Wims, second by Roozeboom to Approve Change Order #1 & 2 for the NSP Demolition of Property at 610 W Montgomery St.  All ayes.  Glick stated that the 1st change order is in regards to the existing garage causing setback difficulties and the Habitat for Humanity wishes the garage be demolished.  Nor was the contractor aware of garage being packed from floor to ceiling with miscellaneous junk and debris that is not being removed before demolition.  The increase will be $2,500 is contents remain and $1,500 if contents are removed by the owner.  This increase will not effect the City, the money will be taken care of by the grant.

Motion by Roozeboom, second by Formanek to Approve Change Order #1 for the NSP Demolition of Property at 310 W. Main St.  All ayes.  Glick stated the house needs moved back.  The garage is a 4 car garage with concrete walls and opposes a problem to Habitat plans for the removal of the house. 

Motion by Wims, second by Verwers to Approve Change Order #1 for the NSP Asbestos Mitigation of Property at 709 E Main St.  All ayes.  This change order will increase by $2,300.00 but will be covered by the grant.  Glick stated the Asbestos bids were not set due to leans against house not being quite worked out.  The bid is consistent with rest of the properties.  The property came through and demolition price is being negotiated.  Property will be split with 705 E Main, which does not have an access point, and the other will be sold to the joining property owner, Carol Hatch, this will change the Plat.  The Cost for the survey for splitting the property is included in the grant.

Motion by Roozeboom, second by Kemp to Approve Change Order #1 for the NSP Asbestos Mitigation of Property at 1514 E Marion St.  All Ayes.  This change order will increase by $2,300.00 but will be covered by the grant.  Glick stated this is commercial property with serious mold issues in the basement.  Has residential property on it so another house can not be put back on it due to zoning codes.  The City could propose to keep the property for a storage facility, but the NSP money can not be used for this type of project. 


Motion by Roozeboom, second by Kemp to Approve Change Order #1 for the NSP Asbestos Mitigation of Property at 401 Third St. Place.  All ayes.  This change order will increase by $2,300.00 but will be covered by the grant.  Glick stated there are 4 or 5 houses that are 5’ off of sidewalk.  Habitat may take this house in the future if necessary but house next door is in poor shape.  Depending on grant, Glick would like to hold on to house and see if something happens to house next door acquire it as well and put the lots together. 

Motion by Wims, second by Verwers to Approve Change Order #1 for the NSP Asbestos Mitigation of Property at 501 South First St.  All ayes.  This change order will result in an increase of $1,950 that will be covered by the grant.  Glick stated this property has one room in the house that was completely remodeled and still found that the ceiling tiles, spackling, and paint in this room is 100% asbestos.  

Motion by Kemp, second by Roozeboom to approve payment of claims as presented.  All ayes.

Under Mayor’s Report, Mayor Zoutte commented that a request for information was received.  Wanting a minimum of 640 acres with a maximum of 3200 acres.  Mayor doesn’t feel this is suitable.  

Under City Manager’s Report, City Manager Schrad discussed the downtown clean up, but not as bad as 2009.  The previous Saturday on July 10, 2010.was a Hazardous waste clean up day, with 70 vehicles that showed up with waste to dump.  The Parks Commission is proposing an Auld Park Neighborhood Watch.  The will encourage residents to become part of this and help keep an eye on the parks.  Heather attended Clerks Institute last week and has come back more confident.  Iowa has passed a law that requires contractor registration with the state of Iowa and we have been told we should not issue building permits unless they have a state contractor’s license.  This is not our choice and we will have to filter through the complaints from contractors.  Have been working on a Special Event Application Form and Agreement that stipulates anyone utilizing public property for special events is going to have to do so these events don’t get larger than anticipated.  Police Chief Losada and Dick Schrad met with Bike Night Organization to discuss the clean up issues.  Mayor Zoutte stated that the Chamber is looking at having an Old Car Show night another weekend after Bike Night with the car show at 5:00pm and the T-Bone Band at 6:00pm.  Chief Losada stated that July 12, 2010 was the bike sale and they sold 45 bikes in 2 minutes.  Mayor commented that the Pocket Park Dedication will be Saturday July 31, 2010 at 10:00 a.m.  Wims stated that there should be a sign patrol weekly during nationals on Hwy 14.  Roozeboom thanked Jeff and his team for the tear down of Maid Rite.  Wims stated there is a business owner that is motivated to work on his own property because the area is being cleaned up and looks nice.  Also thanked Cindy for all of her hard work on the NSP houses that are being cleaned up in the community.  Kemp commented on the cemetery project and if it would be worked on this year.  May stated he had hoped they would get started on it and he has been looking at contractors.   Glick stated NSP reimbursement is coming, we have been asked to put it through for the acquisitions of the properties and the other reimbursement would be for the other items involved.  This should take about 6 to 8 weeks.

Motion by Roozeboom, second by Verwers to adjourn at 7:50 p.m.  All ayes.
